Is progress a dead idea?

The negative impact of industrial progress on the environment, growing inequality across the globe,
ecological and human disasters brought about by technical progress and advances in knowledge
harnessed for pernicious ends (such as the global conflicts of the 20th century) — all these developments

sow doubt about progress as an ideal.

But is the model of progress driven by the Western world since the modern era the only conceivable
model, and must we content ourselves with simply noting that it has reached an impasse?

Is it not time to outline a future that carries more in the way of promises than of dangers?

In the end, the impoverishment of this ideology of scientific, technical and industrial progress is really an
opportunity for humanity: the challenge facing us is nothing less than to give meaning to progress, reinvent

the future, outline together a project that gives man and the environment their rightful place.

Until today, progress has been measured more in terms of quantitative than qualitative growth: an increase
in wealth with no concern for its consequences for future generations, amassing goods with no genuine

enquiry as to their purpose, with progress being seen as an end in itself.

Recent awareness of the concepts of sustainable development and management of now scarce resources
is a genuine opportunity to "reinvent progress", that is to say, usher in an ecological revolution that creates

wealth.

The challenges of genuine human progress are many and we must tackle them together: the ecology of
tomorrow, ethical concerns, scientific and technological advances, and the political and societal impact of

these changes.

To take full measure of these challenges, scientists, political and social decision-makers, economic leaders
and thinkers will be meeting to discuss these issues together and with the public: what if reinventing

progress meant engaging a new vision of the future with an emphasis on meaning and not on fear?
